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Trail information

This guide follows the development of the trail as it journeys from
West to East and is the recommended direction of travel considering
prevailing wind direction and river flows.

The trail combines the Leeds Liverpool
Canal and Aire & Calder Navigation to
create a canoe trail stretching 162 miles
across the North of England connecting
Liverpool and Goole. Passing through
villages, towns and cities that played a
major role in the industrial revolution and
textile industries as well as enjoying the
stunning scenery as you travel over the
Pennines in Lancashire and Yorkshire.

The Leeds Liverpool Canal and Aire
& Calder Navigation offer a different
experience along the trail.

The Leeds Liverpool Canal wanders its
way connecting the two major cities of
Liverpool and Leeds, recently celebrating
its bicentenary and is enjoyed by
boaters and paddlers alike.

The Aire § Calder Navigation is a
commercial waterway transporting
goods and materials between the town
of Goole and city of Leeds.

The Navigation brings its own unique set
of challenges, combining both canalised
navigation and river sections, large locks
and high walls.

PLEASE NOTE: It is recommended that only more
experienced paddlers or groups of paddlers with
experienced leaders or coaches paddle on the river
sections of the Aire & Calder Navigation.
