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Brief note on legal powers
With reference to non-return rules and extended stay charges

During the course of this consultation one question has frequently been asked - “Under what powers are you setting the charge and conditions for extended stays at visitor moorings?”

The Trust (and formerly BW) is the legal owner of the waterways, holding them in trust for the nation.  Section 43 (3) of the 1962 Transport Act gave BW (and subsequently the Trust)  “power to demand, take and recover such charges for their services and facilities, and to make the use of those services and facilities subject to such terms and conditions as they think fit”.
This is the basis on which we can set time limit, return times (such as ‘no more than x days at a given location in a calendar month’)  and set an extended stay charge.
