The task of protecting the finest 
examples of working industrial 
heritage including Dundas 
Aqueduct, and the wildlife that calls 
it home, is growing all the time. As 
a charity we need you by our side 
more than ever.

Keeping history alive
Named after Charles Dundas, the first chairman 
of the Kennet and Avon Canal Company, Dundas 
Aqueduct forms the junction between the Kennet 
& Avon Canal and the Somerset Coal Canal, of 
which little remains. 

Today, the Grade I listed aqueduct is a Scheduled 
Ancient Monument and holds the Red Wheel 
Plaque which recognises Britain’s greatest 
transport heritage sites.

You can see evidence of the area’s industrial 
past at Dundas Wharf where the small tollhouse, 
warehouse and crane still stand. While at 
Brassknocker Basin on the Somerset Coal Canal 
there are now moorings, cycle hire and a cafe.

The spectacular Dundas Aqueduct was 
completed in 1805 and is regarded as 
canal engineer, John Rennie’s finest 
architectural achievement. It carries the 
Kennet & Avon Canal over the River Avon 
and removed the need for locks.

5 things to do at 
Dundas Aqueduct

1 Cycle down into the valley for an 
impressive view of the aqueduct.

2 Enjoy a picnic and watch the 
colourful canal boats crossing the 
aqueduct.

3 Take a stroll along the Somerset 
Coal Canal to Brassknocker Basin.

4 Hire a bike and enjoy a traffic-free 
cycle ride to Avoncliff Aqueduct 
(2.5 miles/4km).

5 Hire a boat or canoe and experience 
the canal on water.

Did you know?
Dundas Aqueduct is a Grade I listed building 
and was the first canal structure to be 
designated as a Scheduled Ancient Monument 
(in 1951). There are now 50 Scheduled Ancient 
Monuments along our waterways including 
Caen Hill Lock flight further along the Kennet 
& Avon Canal at Devizes.
